For fire_ burglary_ hold up_ service, the Subscriber, hereby agrees to pay the Contractor, its agents or assigns, the sum of twenty dollars ($20.00), per month, for a period of (5) years from the date such system is operative under this agreement. _____ Cellular backup for redundant communications @ fifteen dollars ($15.00) per month for five (5) years. ___ Internet monitoring on data network @ Ten Dollars ($10.00) per month for five (5) years. After the five (5) year period this agreement can change to reflect Contractor operational costs in existence at that time, but in no case will the monthly charge is increase more than 10% for the calendar year. After the period of 1 month (30 Days) this agreement will renew for another five year period. Any State, Federal or other tax now in existence or which shall be levied against this Alarm Service during the term of this agreement shall be paid by the Subscriber. It is understood and agreed that Contractor’s only obligation in providing monitoring service is to monitor the circuits installed on the Subscriber’s premises described above, and to notify if possible the appropriate government agency and/ or party designated in writing by the Subscriber in the event that an alarm signal is received in the monitoring office. It at any time during the life of this contract service is cancelled there will be a prorated fee of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00), per year, for remaining years left in said contract. Contractor has the option to waive this fee if circumstances present themselves in such a way the contractor agrees to remove the fees associated with the contract. 
IT IS UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED: THAT CONTRACTOR IS NOT AN INSURER; THAT INSURANCE, IF ANY, SHALL BE OBTAINED BY THE SUBSCRIBER; THAT THE PAYMENT PROVIDED FOR HEREIN ARE BASED SOLELY ON THE VALUE OF THE SERVICE AS SET FORTH HEREIN AND ARE UNRELATED TO THE VALUE OF THE SUBSCRIBER’S PROPERTY OR THE PROPERTY OF THE OTHERS LOCATED ON SUBSCRIBER’S PREMISES: THAT CONTRACTOR MAKES NO GUARANTEE OR WARRANTY, INCLUDING ANY IMPLIED WARRANTY OF HERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS THAT THE EQUIPMENT OR SERVICE SUPPLIED WILL ADVERT OR IMPLIED WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS THAT THE EQUIPMENT OR SERVICE SUPPLIED WILL ADVERT OR PREVENT OCCURRENCES OR THE CONSEQUENCES THEREFROM WHICH THE SYSTEM OR SERVICE IS DESIGNED TO DETECT OR AVERT. SUBSCRIBER ACKNOWLEDGES THAT IS IMPRACTICAL AND EXTREMELY DIFFICULT TO FIX THE ACTUAL DAMAGES, IF ANY, WHICH MAY PROMINATELY RESULT FROM A FAILURE TO PERFORM ANY OF THE OBLIGATIONS HEREIN, OR THE FAILURE OF THE SYSTEM TO PROPERLY OPERATE WITH RESULTING LOSS TO

(A) The uncertain amount or value of Subscriber’s property or the property of others kept on the premises which may be lost, stole, destroyed, damaged or otherwise  affected by occurrences which the system or service is designed to detect or avert. 

(B) The uncertainty of the response time of any police or fire department, should the police or fire department be dispatched as a result of a signal being received or an audible device sound. 

(C) The inability to ascertain what portion, if any, of any loss would proximately caused by contractor’s failure to perform or by failure of its equipment to operate. 

(D) The nature of the service to be performed by Contractor. 

Subscriber understand and agrees that if Contractor should be found liable for personal injury or property loss or damage due from a failure of Contractor to perform any of the obligations herein including but not limited to installer’s liability shall be limited to Three Hundred Sixty ($360.00) Dollars. The provision of the section shall apply if loss or nonperformance of the obligations imposed by this contract, or from negligence, active or otherwise, of Contractor, its agent’s assigns or employees. 
Subscriber hereby authorizes Contractor to make installation during regular work hours. Any leased telephone wires, data circuits, cell service or electrical outlets required in conjunction with this installation shall be furnished by Subscriber at Subscriber’s expense. Subscriber agrees to furnish any electric current through Subscriber meter and at Subscriber’s own expense. Any variation from or alteration of the installation herein specified, Must be requested in writing by Subscriber and shall be paid for by Subscriber. 

All charges for telephone or communication lines or service, if any, will be borne by the Subscriber. 

A late payment charge of 1.5% per month will be assessed on amounts more than thirty (30) days old. Those customers incurring this charge will receive a statement detailing the past due amounts on which late payment charge is computed. Subscriber shall be liable for and pay to Contractor any excise, sales or other taxes which may be imposed upon Contractor or the Subscriber because of the existence of this agreement and/or the carrying out of any of the provisions hereof. 

Between 5:00 P.M. Friday until 8:00 A.M. Monday should service and/ or repair to the alarm system be requested by the Subscriber after the warranty period, it is understood and agreed that the service fee for labor will be at the rate of 1 ½ times that of the normal charge. 

This agreement shall not be effective until executed in writhing by an authorized representative of the Contractor. 

The entire agreement of the parties is expressed herein and no verbal understandings, agreements, purchase orders, work orders or other documents shall later, change or modify the terms and provisions of this agreement. 

The Subscriber hereby agrees to indemnity Contractor and holds it harmless from and against any claims or demands which may be asserted against Contractor including reasonable attorney’s fees necessary to defend such claims or demands, arising out of the monitoring, maintenance and/or installation of the alarm system or any of its components. 

This agreement is not assignable by the Subscriber except upon written consent of the Contractor first being obtained. The Subscriber may not assign any rights inuring under this contract or under the relationship created hereby either voluntarily or by operation of law without having first obtained the written consent of the Contractor.
